1. How do you apply phonetic principles, context clues, structural analysis, and spelling patterns to determine unfamiliar words while reading?

2. How does fluency involve reading orally and silently with speed, accuracy, and proper phrasing and expression, while attending to text features (e.g., punctuation, italics)?

3. How does developing a breadth of vocabulary increase comprehension, word meanings, and word relationships, and make it easier for the reader to make sense of the text?

4. Many words have multiple meanings: How does the reader use syntax/language structure, semantics/meaning, context clues, and other resources to identify the intended meaning of words and phrases as they are used in text?

2. What are the purposes of reading, including acquiring new information and for fulfillment?

3. How are comprehension strategies used to understand all text including fiction, non-fiction, classic and contemporary works?

4. Different types of texts place different demands on the reader:  How do understanding text features, structures, and characteristics associated with various genres facilitate the reader’s ability to make meaning of the text?
